Notice of Shanghai High People’s Court on Fully Implementing Paperless Operation of Online Filing of Complaint Materials
No. 1 Intermediate People's Court, No. 2 Intermediate People's Court, No. 3 Intermediate People's Court (Intellectual Property Court, Railway Transportation Intermediate Court), Maritime Court, Financial Court, the Primary People's Courts of each district and Shanghai Railway Transportation Court, all divisions and departments of Shanghai High People’s Court:
In order to implement and improve the working mechanism of online filing, facilitate litigants' litigation, save litigation cost and improve litigation efficiency, on the basis of the “Several Provisions of Shanghai High People's Court on Online Filing, Electronic Service and Electronic Filing (Trial)” issued by Shanghai High People’s Court in 2019, supplementary provisions are hereby developed for the full implementation of paperless operation of online filing of complaint materials.
I. Online filing litigation services are provided for the parties for the cases including the first-instance civil and commercial (including civil, commercial, intellectual property, financial) cases, the first-instance criminal private prosecution cases, civil and commercial enforcement cases and applications for civil and commercial retrial cases.
II. If the parties submit the pleading materials through the online filing platform, and the materials meet the filing acceptance conditions after review, the case shall be filed; the filing, trial and enforcement departments shall not require the parties to submit the paper version of the above pleading materials repeatedly.
III. All courts in Shanghai shall establish and improve the paperless working mechanism of litigation, link up the filing, trial and execution procedures, comprehensively promote the electronic service and electronic filing, improve the supporting services to deliver convenience to the litigants and improve the litigation efficiency.
This Notice shall come into force as of the date of issuance.
